This study aimed at the impact of the hot chair strategy in teaching
teaching methods on the academic achievement of the students of the College
of Basic Education. They were divided into« two groups, one of this group
(the experimental <«group, which consisted of (38) students, and they were
taught according to the hot-chair strategy, and the other, the control group,
consisted of (39) students ,They were taught according to the usual method,
and the researcher used for the purpose of equivalence between the control
and experimental groups a pre-T and a post-Z to measure the students’
achievement in the subject they studied, and the validity of the tool was
verified by the arbitrators or by the arbitrators and the reliability coefficient
for the tool was calculated, as the stability coefficient for the achievement
test reached ( 0.85), and the data were treated statistically, and the results
were that there is, A statistically significant, difference at the level (%5)
between the mean scores of the experimental group .who studied according to
,the hot chair strategy and the mean scores of the ,control group who studied
according to the, usual method, and the result was in favor of .The
experimental group..

In the,; light of these results the researcher recommended. A number of
recommendations:_
1- Attention must be paid to using the hot chair strategy by the educational
staff in schools in teaching academic subjects, because after the positive
results were in raising the achievement level.
2- The need to prepare educational curricula according to the hot chair
strategy and to include them in an educational system.
3- Adopting the hot chair strategy in academic subjects in universities and
institutes, and training teachers and in-service professors to use active
education strategies in teaching other curricula.
4- Work on conducting more studies related to active learning strategies and
applying them to new variables.
5- Conducting another study with the same title dealing with a study
community and another sample that the current study did not address.
